• NOTICES TO COMPETORS – There will be no official regatta notice board.  Changes to 

Sailing Instructions will be verbally, by flags or signage from the committee boat. 

• COMMITTEE BOAT – CRYC race committee, My Marys, will use Radio Channel 71 

• SAILING INSTRUCTIONS – Sailing instructions and course sheets will be emailed to all 

owners and available to all yachts at the committee boat prior to each race. 

• SIGNALS MADE ASHORE – All signals will be made from the committee boat, none will 

be made ashore.
